MADRASSAH SUMMARY
Madrassah provides Qur’an and Islamic Studies for children aged 5-11 years old, and runs on Fridays 5:30- 7:30 and Sundays 10:00-12:00 excluding holiday periods.
The key aim of the Madrassah is to ensure that children are able to read Qur’an independently and have a good grasp of Islam to create confidence in their identity.  Children are encouraged to complete the Qur’an before they finish at Madrassah but this is not a key aim.

The Madrassah also provides an opportunity for youngsters to socialise during break time, which is always a very noisy and busy affair !

WHAT CHILDREN NEED TO BRING MADRASSAH

PARKING
